The jacket has frontal opening, closed by a zipper provided 

with a quick opening device, covered by flap, fixed by Velcro 

tape and by a press studs at the bottom.  High neck provided 

with frog, fixed by Velcro tape.  The lower sleeve can be 

adjusted by frog and Velcro tape. The lower sleeve is provided 

with internal knitted cuffs. The breast pocket is designed for 

handy radio; it is covered by flap, held by Velcro tape and with 

an opening for the antenna. Two pockets are cut horizontally, at 

the waist level, closed by flap, held by Velcro tape.  The left 

pocket is provided with frog with metallic spring-catch, to hold 

the gloves. 

The right side of the breast is provided with some velcro tape, for 

name badge.  At the back, there are two parallel horizontal 

Velcro tape stripes, to fix inscriptions. 

 

Fluorescent/retroreflective FR bi-colour bands are placed on the 

jacket by stitching, in the following positions: 

- two horizontal parallel bands around the whole lower 

jacket girth 

- two vertical parallel on the front 

- two vertical parallel on the back 

- two horizontal around  the sleeve  

- one grey tape on chest + back

EN 469 waist trousers with central opening closed by means of a metallic zipper.  
Two bellow pockets are applied at the sides with flap closed by Velcro tape. 
The lower leg is smooth. 
At the knee level, there are two pockets closed by Velcro tapes, used for additional padding. 
Some yellow/silver stripes (5cm wide) are placed on the external part of the legs, from the upper 
part of the pocket bearing the padding, up to the bottom; two yellow/silver stripes (7.5 cm wide) are 
placed horizontally all along the leg girth, below the pocket that bears the padding. All stitching are 
made with Nomex® sewing thread.

a) Outer shell:  NOMEX® Delta-T/A  195 gr./sqmt.  
b) Moisture barrier: breathable polyurethane membrane  
c) Isolation and lining: Flame resistant lining 130 gr./sqmt quilted with fire resistant isolation felt  
d) Reflective fabric: Fire resistant fluorescent / retroreflective  yellow/silver trim strip, 7.5cm width 
e) Reflective fabric: Fire resistant fluorescent / retroreflective  yellow/silver trim strip, 5,0cm width 
f) Padding for knees: Fleece fabric made up of Kevlar® felt (optional)
